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The course aims to provide an overview of the main economic models for assessing the impact of transport infrastructure on the economy of the territories. It explains the economic effects of infrastructure investments, including direct and indirect, short and long run impact, and local and spillover outcomes. The relationship between infrastructure and international trade is deepened. Econometric applications of gravity models are planned during the course using Stata software.
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
