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Students examine fundamental elements of research in economics as a social science. The unit will focus on empirical research and the ways in which economists gather, evaluate and critique data. The unit pays attention to the nature of theory, hypotheses, variables, and ethics of research along with the application of qualitative and quantitative analytic tools, including logic and research design, such as survey, observational, experimental, case study, and comparative historical research. Issues concerning writing in economics will be addressed. 
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
